Report

Strathcona County has a strong intermunicipal relationship with the Town of Bruderheim.
Many County residents who are proximal to the town avail themselves of not only the shops
and services, but also the schools and recreation amenities.

In 1996, Bruderheim began contracting CAO services from Strathcona County. The
relationship has grown and strengthened over the term of the arrangement. It has proven
to be an effective way to share the efficiencies and strengths a larger municipality can offer
in terms of functional competencies while at the same time maintaining the diversity of a
rural community. It is mutually beneficial for both municipalities and facilitates
collaboration, red-tape reduction, granting and advocacy opportunities.

The current agreement, as set out in Enclosure 1, will be eligible for renewal in April 2025.
